Greater Corona Valley Chamber Supports Expanded Environmental Review Process

The Greater Corona Valley Chamber of Commerce supported a proposed law that allows the use of a "focused" environmental impact report (EIR) for installation of pollution control equipment that reduces greenhouse gas emissions. 

The proposed law, AB 1846, requires that environmental analysis be performed for a rule or regulation that requires the installation of pollution control equipment or a performance standard or treatment requirement adopted pursuant to the Global Warming Solutions Act of 2006  (AB 32, 2006) including rules of the Energy Commission and Public Utilities Commission. 

“Projects undertaken to comply with AB 32's GHG reduction requirements should benefit from the same focused EIR process available to projects to comply with other pollution control requirements,” stated Cynthia Schneider, Chair of the Chamber’s Legislative Action Committee.

As a result of this initial study, the lead agency may issue a "negative declaration," meaning the project will have no negative environmental effects; a "mitigated negative declaration," meaning the project will have environmental effects that are easily remedied; or an EIR, a document that show public officials how to avoid or mitigate the serious environmental effects of a project. 

Finally, AB 1846 amends clarifies current law so that expedited review procedures for projects to install mandated pollution control equipment, including authority to utilize a focused EIR, apply to projects that reduce GHG emissions that will ultimately allow the agency or entity to comply with AB 32.

Greater Corona Valley Chamber Positions On November 2010 Ballot Measures

The Greater Corona Valley Chamber of Commerce reviewed all statewide ballot measures on the 

November 2, 2010 statewide ballot. Each measure will have an impact on the Corona Valley business community and the regional economy.

“Statewide ballot measures directly impact the ability for our business community to create jobs,” stated Cynthia Schneider, Chair of the Chamber’s Legislative Action Committee. “The Chamber studied each measure and is providing the following information to help guide our businesses when they are ready to make their decisions on each ballot measure,” Schneider continued.

The following list of ballot measures will be on the November 2, 2010 ballot:

Proposition 19: Legalization and Taxation of Marijuana

Corona Valley Chamber Position: 
NO POSITION

Proposition 19 allows people 21 years old or older to possess, cultivate, or transport marijuana for personal use while permitting local governments to regulate and tax commercial production and sale of marijuana to people 21 years old or older. Furthermore, prohibits people from possessing marijuana on school grounds, using it in public, smoking it while minors are present, or providing it to anyone under 21 years old and maintains current prohibitions against driving while impaired.

Proposition 20: Voters FIRST Act for Congress

Corona Valley Chamber Position: 
SUPPORT

The Proposition 20 extends the responsibilities of the Citizens Redistricting Commission (Commission) and gives the Commission the authority to draw the boundaries for the United States Congressional Districts.

Proposition 21: Annual Vehicle License Surcharge to Fund State Parks

Corona Valley Chamber Position: 
OPPOSE

Proposition 21 establishes an $18 annual state vehicle license surcharge and grants free admission to all state parks to surcharged vehicles and requires deposit of surcharge revenue in a new trust fund. The trust funds would be used solely to operate, maintain and repair the state park system, and to protect wildlife and natural resources. The Proposition exempts commercial vehicles, trailers and trailer coaches from the surcharge and requires annual independent audit and review by citizens’ oversight committee.

Proposition 22: Local Taxpayers, Public Safety, and Transportation Act

Corona Valley Chamber Position: 
SUPPORT

This Proposition would prohibit the State from taking, borrowing or redirecting local taxpayer funds dedicated to public safety, emergency response and other vital local government services. Furthermore, the act would protect vital, dedicated transportation and public transit funds from state raids.

Proposition 23: Suspension of AB 32

Corona Valley Chamber Position: 
SUPPORT

Also known as the California Jobs Initiative, Proposition 23 would delay the operation and implementation of AB 32 until California’s unemployment rate returns to the levels that existed at the time of its adoption, 5.5% or less, for four consecutive calendar quarters.

Proposition 24: Repeal of Corporate Tax Breaks

Corona Valley Chamber Position: 
OPPOSE

Proposition 24 would repeal several corporate tax reforms that are slated to go into effect in 2010 and 2012. The corporate tax reforms were approved by the Legislature and signed into law by Governor Arnold Schwarzenegger in February 2009 as part of the budget agreement.

Proposition 25: Legislative Vote Requirement for Passage of State Budget

Corona Valley Chamber Position: 
OPPOSE

The Proposition changes the legislative vote requirement necessary to pass the state budget from two-thirds to a simple majority. Furthermore, it provides that if the Legislature fails to pass a budget bill by June 15, all members of the Legislature will permanently forfeit any reimbursement for salary and expenses for every day until the day the Legislature passes a budget bill.

Proposition 26: Legislative Vote Requirement for State Levies and Charges

Corona Valley Chamber Position: 
SUPPORT

Proposition 26 increases legislative vote requirement to two-thirds for state levies and charges, with limited exceptions, and for certain taxes currently subject to majority vote. This Proposition changes the State Constitution to require voters to approve, either by two-thirds or majority, local levies and charges with limited exceptions.

Proposition 27: Elimination State Commission on Redistricting

Corona Valley Chamber Position: 
OPPOSE

Proposition 27 eliminates 14-member redistricting commission (created by Proposition 11, 2008) selected from applicant pool picked by government auditors and consolidates authority for establishing state Assembly, Senate, and Board of Equalization district boundaries with elected state representatives responsible for drawing congressional districts.

The Corona Valley Chamber is delaying its consideration of Proposition 18: Safe, Clean, and Reliable Drinking Water Supply Act of 2010 due to it being postponed to the November 2012 ballot.

To review and finalize the 2011 Strategic Initiatives
Background

The LAC members approved Healthcare Reform Impacts, Local, State and Federal Government Regulations and Reform, and Business Attraction and Retention as the 2011 Strategic Initiatives at their September 2010 retreat. Staff prepared the recommended descriptions of each Strategic Initiative and the LAC will review and finalize each today.

Draft 2011 Strategic Initiatives
1. Healthcare Reform Impacts

It is a long standing priority of the Greater Corona Valley Chamber of Commerce to support responsible healthcare infrastructure and insurance policy proposals that result in increased availability of affordable healthcare coverage for employers and their employees. The recent federal healthcare reform legislation signed into law earlier this year will not improve the existing healthcare system, but, the Chamber and many other business organizations believe, would jeopardize the parts of the system that currently work. The Chamber will track additional legislative and regulatory proposals at all levels of government and with as many businesses as possible in 2011 ensure the federal mandate does not place Corona Valley businesses at an economic disadvantage.
2. Local, State and Federal Government Regulations and Reform
The Greater Corona Valley Chamber of Commerce will continue to support efforts towards a part-time legislature; seek ways to reform the Government structure dealing with fiscal reform; eliminate the confusion of a “fee” versus a “tax” when legislation is passed; renew our commitment to working with local legislators to minimize anti-jobs legislation and communicate our efforts with the community; and, oppose state mandated business regulations that put the Corona Valley business community at an economic disadvantage.
3. Business Attraction and Retention
The Greater Corona Valley Chamber of Commerce is committed to assisting, when possible, businesses impacted by the worst recession in our country’s history. The Chamber will support local programs and efforts to attract and retain businesses; oppose efforts to increase business fees and taxes; support programs such as Shop Corona to ensure our local economy remains strong; and, seek opportunities to secure local and state tax incentives to attract and retain businesses in Corona.

Background

· Each year, the Great Corona Valley Chamber’s Legislative Action Committee (LAC) develops the Chamber’s legislative priorities. 

· Each of the priorities serve as the foundation for the Corona Chamber’s continuing effort to improve the Corona and regional business climate.  

· The LAC also uses the policy platform as a guide when reviewing and considering the Chamber’s positions on local, regional, state, and federal issues. 

Review and Revise 2010 Policy Platform
Redevelopment / Development
1. Monitor development projects within the downtown and Corona region.

2. Monitor proposed private property rights legislation that may or may not and review polices that balance private property rights with eminent domain and its impact on the overall community.

3. Support responsible and quality redevelopment of areas that are convincingly proven and documented as blighted and suffering from environmental decay that severely lags in economic vitality compared to the surrounding community.

4. Health and Safety Code Section 33031, describes the conditions in which many people live in our community are adequate and do not require reform. The citizens living in these conditions should have the expectation of a better life in terms of the physical environment and a more robust economic base in the community. 

5. The burdens of blight upon a community should not be a physical and economic liability for a city, with no prospect of improvement since private enterprise acting alone cannot reverse a City’s patterns of decay.

6. The health, safety and general welfare of an entire blighted community should receive more consideration than the private property rights of a small number of persons.

Annexation
7. Monitor community development goals and policies pertaining to how existing development is going to be maintained and enhanced and how new development will occur. 

8. Monitor land use options where lands are to be conserved and where growth will be targeted and specifies the types, densities, and design characteristics of uses to be permitted and a map depicting their distribution.

9. Monitor community design options that specify strategies for the visual and environmental enhancement of the City's streetscapes and entries.

10. Monitor and support incentives for an adequate supply of housing, housing affordability and the choices of home types that meet the needs of the Corona business community and their employees.

11. Monitor economic development strategies for business retention and attraction.

12. Monitor historical preservation processes for the preservation of the city's historic buildings, sites and landscapes within the city.

Transportation, Infrastructure and the Environment
13. Review and consider policies that address the movement of people and goods including autos, transit, bicycles, and other modes.

14. Review and consider policies that address the provision of public infrastructure including water, sewer, storm drainage, solid waste, electricity, natural gas, telecommunications, and solar and wind alternatives. 

15. Review and consider policies that address the provision of services to meet resident needs including police, fire, library, schools, and health.

16. Review and consider policies that address the provision of sustainable programs and green initiatives in the City of Corona.

17. Support measures that improve drinking water, adequate water quality and supply, flood control, waterway and natural resource protections, water pollution and contamination controls, state and local park improvements, public access to natural resources, and water conservation efforts.

18. Review and consider reliable, stable, and competitively priced energy supplies for the Corona region and California’s businesses.

19. Review, consider and propose transportation improvement plans that relieve congestion on freeways, streets and roads, and ensure future mobility within the Corona region.

20. Review and consider policies that impact air quality standards and consider their effect on Corona’s regional business community.

Business Attraction and Retention
21. Encourage an adequate supply of appropriate housing to meet the needs of the Corona region and monitor its impact on the Corona business community.

22. Review and consider policies that ensure Corona maintains a reputation as an attractive prosperous location for business; to balance employment and housing needs with natural resource preservation; and to plan and construct the community infrastructure necessary to support current and future business needs.

Cost of Doing Business
23. Review and consider reform measures that solve the state budget’s continuing structural deficit that promotes real economic growth and job creation and its impact on the Corona business community.
 
24. Encourage cooperation among local/regional and state government agencies, and work to streamline and reduce unnecessary requirements of regulatory agencies.

25. Review and consider ways to privatize government services and public contracts while maintaining or improving standards.

26. Review and consider state and local tax changes and new tax categories affecting the Corona business community.

27. Support and promote when appropriate the preparation of cost/benefit analysis ensuring economic impacts are weighed before the imposition of regulatory statutes. 

28. Ensure that regulations on business are kept to a minimum and do not put Corona businesses at a competitive disadvantage.

29. Support local/regional and state programs that secure tax credits and tax incentives for targeted programs.

30. Consider and review policies that promote the outsourcing of essential public services by local/regional and state government agencies.

31. Consider and review legislation that promotes standards of corporate governance that guide boards of directors and corporate officers in managing their corporations in a competent, ethical manner.
 
32. Review and consider measures that reform the extraordinary costs of the state’s public pension system for the sake of the state’s overall fiscal health.

33. Oppose legislative proposals that might cause unwarranted and frivolous lawsuits on Corona businesses, consumers and taxpayers. 

Education and Outreach
34. Continue a working relationship with local, state and federal representatives.

35. Provide opportunities for businesses to increase their knowledge, understanding, and involvement with local, regional and statewide legislative processes.

36. Support measures that reform our state’s education and vocational systems which encourage workforce preparation.

AB 212 Saldana (D) Energy: Building Standards: Zero Net Energy Buildings

STATUS:  Failed

SUMMARY:


Requires the State Energy Resources Conservation and Development Commission to adopt building design and construction standards and energy and water conservation standards to require new residential constructions on a date by which the commission determines that the use of photovoltaic technology is cost effective, to be zero net energy buildings.

AB 482 Mendoza (D) Employment: Credit Reports

STATUS:  To Governor

SUMMARY:


Prohibits an employer, with the exception of certain financial institutions, from obtaining a consumer credit report for employment purposes unless the information is substantially job-related and the position of the person for whom the report is sought is a position in the state Department of Justice, a managerial position, that of a sworn peace officer or other law enforcement position or a position for which the information contained in the report is required to be obtained by the employer.

AB 656 Torrico (D) Higher Education Corporation: Oil and Gas Severance Tax

STATUS:  Failed

SUMMARY:


Establishes the Higher Education Endowment Corporation to annually allocate the moneys in the State Higher Education Fund which this legislation will create. Imposes an oil and gas severance tax upon any producer for the privilege of severing oil and gas from the earth or water in the state at a specified percentage of the gross value of the product. Provides the tax will be administered by the State Board of Equalization and will be deposited into the State Higher Education Fund.

AB 898 Lieu (D) Documents: Notaries Public: Solicitations

STATUS:  To Governor

SUMMARY:


Provides that it is unlawful for a nongovernmental entity to solicit funds or information by mail, electronic message, or Internet Web site that contains and emblem or content that could be interpreted or construed a connection with any form of government, unless certain conditions are met. Makes using certain words in any offering for performance by an assessment reduction filing service untrue and misleading. Updates the provisions of existing law that regulate the duties performed by notaries public.

AB 903 Chesbro (D) Compostable Plastic Bags

STATUS:  Failed

SUMMARY:


Requires a manufacturer of a compostable plastic bag meeting specified standards to ensure the bag is readily and easily identifiable from other bags. Requires such bag to have an approved label. Prohibits bags sold in the state from displaying a specified form of labeling. Requires the manufacturers and suppliers of such bags to submit a yearly report to the State Integrated Waste Management Board containing certain information. Requires false or misleading information be referred to the Attorney General.

AB 1594 Huber (D) Sacramento-San Joaquin Delta: Peripheral Canal

STATUS:  Failed

SUMMARY:


Prohibits the construction of a peripheral canal that conveys water from a diversion point in the Sacramento River to a location south of the Sacramento-San Joaquin Delta, unless expressly authorized by the Legislature. Requires the Legislative Analyst's Office to complete an economic feasibility analysis prior to the enactment of a statute authorizing the construction of a peripheral canal. Prohibits such canal from diminishing or negatively affecting the water supplies or rights in the watershed.

AB 1778 Lieu (D) State Agency Promotions: Commercials

STATUS:  To Governor

SUMMARY:


Amends the Tourism Marketing Act. Requires any department, commission, office or agency that produces, or contracts for the production of, a promotional commercial for the state or a product of the state, and finances that commercial in whole or in part with public funds, to film that commercial in this state. Provides an exemption for agreements that feature or promote California products in a program made by a private entity.

AB 1805 Calderon C (D) Environment: California Environmental Quality Act

STATUS:  Failed

SUMMARY:


Enacts the CEQA Litigation Protection Pilot Program of 2010. Requires the Business, Transportation and Housing Agency to select projects that meet specified requirements from specified regions. Exempts from judicial review a lead agency's decision to certify the EIR of, or to adopt a mitigated negative declaration based on an initial study for, the selected projects. Requires the agency to submit an annual report to the Governor and the Legislature summarizing the designation of projects.

AB 1846 Perez V (D) Environment: Expedited Environmental Review

STATUS:  Signed by the Governor

SUMMARY:


Requires that an environmental analysis be performed for a rule or regulation that requires the installation of pollution control equipment or a performance standard or treatment requirement adopted pursuant to the Global Warming Solutions Act of 2006 including rules requiring the installation of pollution control equipment. Authorizes the use of the focused environmental impact report for a project regarding the installation of such equipment that reduces greenhouse gases pursuant to the act.

AB 1881 Monning (D) Recovery of Wages: Liquidated Damages

STATUS:  To Governor

SUMMARY:


Amends existing law that provides that the court may award liquidated damages to an employee equal to the amount of wages unlawfully unpaid, plus interest in a court action to recover wages unpaid in violation of the minimum wage set by the Industrial Welfare Commission. Increases the amount of liquidated damages that may be awarded to an employee to twice the amount of the wages unlawfully unpaid, plus interest.

AB 1998 Brownley (D) Solid Waste: Single Use Carryout Bags

STATUS:  Failed

SUMMARY:


Repeals at-store recycling programs for single-use carryout bags and the provision preempting local regulatory action. Prohibits certain stores from providing a single-use carryout bag to a customer. Requires those stores to provide reusable bags that meet certain criteria and to make them available for purchase. Requires bag producer fees. Relates to civil penalties for violations. Appropriates funds for grants and loans for jobs in the manufacture and recycling of plastic bags that use recycled material.

AB 2098 Miller (R) Riverside County Transportation Commission: Contracts

STATUS:  To Governor

SUMMARY:


Authorizes the Riverside County Transportation Commission to utilize the design-build procurement process for the State Route 91 Corridor Improvements Project on the state highway system. Makes the Department of Transportation responsible for the performance of construction inspection services for the project. Requires the commission to report on the progress of the project and related matters to specified legislative committees.

AB 2138 Chesbro (D) Product Management: Single-use Recyclable Packaging

STATUS:  Failed

SUMMARY:


Enacts the Plastic Ocean Pollution Reduction, Recycling, and Composting Act. Prohibits a food provider from distributing a disposal food service packaging or a single-use carryout bag unless the packaging or bag meets the criteria for either compostable packaging or recyclable packaging for composting or recovered for recycling at a rate of 25 percent or more.

AB 2187 Arambula (I) Employment: Payment of Wages

STATUS:  To Governor

SUMMARY:


Creates a prohibition against a person or an employer who, having the ability to pay, willfully fails to pay all wages due to an employee who has been discharged or who has quit within certain number of days of the date of the wages becoming due, unless exempted. Imposes additional criminal penalties for that conduct. Requires restitution of unpaid wages to the aggrieved employee.

AB 2283 Miller (R) Disposition of Human Remains: Alkaline Hydrolysis

STATUS:  Failed

SUMMARY:


Relates to the disposition of human remains. Defines the term alkaline hydrolysis. Changes the definition of cremation to include alkaline hydrolysis. Requires a written acknowledgment containing specified information form the person authorized to control remains to be disposed of through alkaline hydrolysis. Requires the adoption of regulations for the safe operation of alkaline hydrolysis chambers.

AB 2492 Ammiano (D) Property Taxation: Change in Ownership

STATUS:  Failed

SUMMARY:


Relates to the applicability of property tax laws in circumstances where the transfer of ownership interests in , or residential property results in a change in ownership of the property owned by that entity. Specifies that when a specified percentage of ownership interest in a legal entity are sold or transferred in a single transaction, the real property owned by that legal entity has change ownership whether or not any one legal entity acquires more than a specified percentage of ownership.

ACA 28 Nestande (R) State Budget: Certification

STATUS:  Failed

SUMMARY:


Requires the Treasurer, within 3 days after a budget bill submitted to the Governor, to certify whether the budget bill meets certain requirements regarding appropriations from the General Fund. Prohibits either house of the Legislature from adjourning for a recess after sending a budget bill to the Governor until the Treasurer has certified that the budget bill meets those requirements regarding appropriations from the General Fund.

ACA 30 Jeffries (R) Lieutenant Governor: Elimination of Office

STATUS:  Failed

SUMMARY:


Proposes an amendment to the Constitution of the State. Eliminates the position of Lieutenant Governor and transfers the specified duties of the that office to the Secretary of State. Provides that the Secretary of State is the President of the Senate, but votes in that body only for tie-breaking situations. Requires the Secretary of State to become Governor, should that position become vacant.

ACA 31 Jeffries (R) Floor Sessions: Appropriate Hours

STATUS:  Failed

SUMMARY:


Proposes an amendment to the State Constitution that would prohibit a house of the Legislature from meeting in floor session other than between the hours of 9 a.m. to 9 p.m. unless doing so is necessary to consider legislation relating to an emergency created by a natural disaster. Provides that any legislation passed by a house during a floor session occurring outside of those hours that is not emergency-based would have no effect.

SB 518 Lowenthal A (D) Building Standards: Graywater

STATUS:  To Governor – Gut and Amended; Original bill Opposed and Failed; Current summary does not reflect original bill language

SUMMARY:


Requires the State Building Standards Commission, as part of the next triennial edition of the State Building Standards Code adopted after a specified date, to adopt standards for the construction, installation, and alteration of graywater systems for indoor and outdoor uses in nonresidential occupancies. Terminates the authority of the Department of Water Resources to adopt such standards upon adoption of the standards by the commission.

SB 657 Steinberg (D) Human Trafficking

STATUS:  To Governor

SUMMARY:


Creates the Transparency in Supply Chains Act. Requires retail sellers and manufacturers doing business in the state to disclose their efforts to eradicate slavery and human trafficking from their direct supply chains for tangible goods offered for sale. Provides an exemption for a retail seller or manufacturer having less than a certain amount in worldwide gross receipts. Require the Franchise Tax Board to make available to the Attorney General a list of retail businesses required to disclose such efforts.

SB 810 Leno (D) Single-Payer Health Care Coverage

STATUS:  Failed

SUMMARY:


Establishes the State Healthcare System to be administered by the newly created State Healthcare Agency under the control of a Healthcare Commissioner appointed by the Governor. Makes all residents eligible for specified health care benefits under the system, which would, on a single-payer basis, negotiate for or set fees for health care services provided through the system and pay claims for them. Extends the application of insurance fraud laws to providers of services and products under the system.

SUMMARY:


Amends existing law that prohibits the sale of a gift certificate that contains a dormancy fee, subject to specified exceptions. Deletes those exceptions and expressly prohibits the sale of a gift certificate that contains a dormancy fee.

SB 967 Correa (D) Public Contracts: Recovery and Reinvestment Act

SUMMARY:


Requires a state agency that accepts bids or proposals for contracts for goods or services, exceeding a specified amount, or for the distribution of funds pursuant to the federal American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 to provide a preference percentage to a business that directly provides the goods or services when a specified percentage of the business' employees performing work on the contract reside in the state. Provides exemptions from these requirements.

SB 974 Steinberg (D) Income and Corporations Tax: Hiring and Career Credit

SUMMARY:


Amends the Personal Income Tax and Corporation Tax laws. Authorizes a credit against those taxes for a business entity providing career technical education. Revises the definition of employee in the income tax laws which provide a credit within enterprise zones for hiring qualified employees to include certain ex-offenders. Removes employee residency requirements. Requires taxpayers to apply for, and obtain, the certification of an employee with a specified time period of the date of hire.

Enacts the California Environmental Quality act Litigation Protection Pilot Program. Exempts from judicial review a lead agency's decision to certify the EIR of, or to adopt a mitigated negative declaration based on an initial study for selected projects.
